
The Versailles Court of Appeal confirms that Veolia
fully complied with its obligations to Suez
employees in connection with its acquisition of the
29.9% stake
In a ruling dated April 15, 2021, the Versailles Court of Appeal found that Veolia had respected the
rights and attributions of Suez's employee representative committees by transmitting the documents
and information that could be communicated at the stage of the acquisition of 29.9% of Suez from
Engie.

This decision definitively confirms Veolia's rights as a shareholder.
